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 Guidelines 
  

1. The Grad Nite Live celebration is an alcohol and drug free party for only members of the 
graduating class of Faith Lutheran High School. Tickets will be sold to graduates for a 
price to be determined by the Grad Nite Live committee at the beginning of each school 
year.  All graduates must return a signed information form with the appropriate 
information included in order to attend Grad Nite.  Telephone numbers will be confirmed 
by phone calls prior to the event.  

 
2. Grad Nite Live check – in will begin immediately following graduation. Graduates will be 

transported to the YMCA by bus.  After a graduate has checked – in they must remain on 
the bus until departure. A parent will be notified if a graduate purchases a ticket to Grad 
Nite Live and does not check-in and/or board the bus.  

  
3. Prizes will be awarded during the breakfast finale and you must be present to win. Grad 

Nite Live will end following breakfast.  Graduates must be picked up from the YMCA.   
 
4. Graduates will not be allowed to leave any time during the evening unless signed out and 

picked up by a parent or guardian and will not be allowed to return.   
 
5. The Grad Nite Live celebration is chaperoned by Grad Nite Live committee members and 

volunteers.  
 
6. If a graduate arrives at the celebration in such a condition that they exhibit disruptive 

behavior, smelling of alcohol or are deemed to be a danger to themselves or others they 
will be asked to wait in the volunteer area while a parent is phoned to pick them up. 
Inappropriate or disorderly behavior will not be tolerated.  Under no circumstances will 
this graduate be allowed to leave on their own. A breath analyzer will be used at the 
discretion of the Grad Nite Live committee.  

 
7. If a volunteer or parent should arrive drunk or smelling of alcohol, they will be escorted 

out of the building and asked to leave.  
 
8. All belongings will be checked - in and searched prior to Grad Nite Live at a pre- 

determined time and location.  Absolutely no cell phones will be allowed.  Phones will be 
provided for emergency use only.  Graduates will be given their belongings upon arrival at 
the YMCA.  A check – in will be available for those graduates who do not want to keep 
personal items with them during the evening, they will have access to this area at all 
times.  

 
9. All monies not spent on the current year Grad Nite Live celebration will be forwarded to 

the next year’s event.
